APPLICATION PROCEDURES

The required application documents:

a) A completed inbound application form with a passport size photo

b) A letter of recommendation from Head of Department / Dean from Home Institution stating purpose
and duration of study at UTAR

c) A copy of Official Academic Transcripts (in certified English translation if the original language is
not English)

d) A copy of passport (only pages with passport number, photo, issuance and expiry date)

The following additional documents are required for Student pass and Visa Application:

a) A copy of passport size photo with size 4.5 cm x 3.5 cm (white background) — JPEG format

b) A letter of confirmation from Home Institution to prove that applicant is enrolled as a full-time
student at Home Institution

c) A copy of passport for all pages including blank pages (The passport must be valid for at least 12
months from the expected date of entry)

d) Health Declaration form

LANGKAWI

Langkawi is a serene archipelago of 140 islands
— only a few of which are inhabited. The largest
of these is the eponymous Langkawi Island,
which has UNESCO World Geopark status
because of its richly populated (by wildlife, that
is) conservation areas. The best way to
experience these ecological wonders is from
high above, on the Langkawi Sky Bridge that
stretches above the rainforest. Cheekily-named
Pregnant Maiden freshwater lake is a great place
to take a dip or play keep-away with the
kleptomaniac monkeys.

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Kuala Lumpur is the capital city of Malaysia,
boasting gleaming skyscrapers, colonial
architecture, charming locals, and a myriad of
natural attractions. Divided into numerous
districts, its main hub is called the Golden
Triangle which comprises Bukit Bintang, KLCC
and Chinatown. KL is widely recognised for
numerous landmarks, including Petronas Twin
Towers (the world’s tallest twin skyscrapers),
Petaling Street flea market, and Batu Caves,
which is over 400 million years old.

Sam Poh Tong is a Buddhist temple in a
limestone cave. To the south, Kellie’s Castle is an
unfinished mansion built by a Scottish planter.

Southeast, the vast Gua Tempurung cave has
dramatic rock formations.
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About 81 km (2 hours) away from Kampar Campus
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Cameron Highlands in Pahang is one of
Malaysia's most popular tourist destinations, a
collection of peaceful townships perched 1500
meters high on a nest of serene mountains.
Cooling resorts, tea plantations and strawberry
farms sprawl lazily across lush valleys and
meandering hillslopes, the perfect setting for a
relaxing holiday.

The sea of tranquility, pleasant landscapes and
cold climate impart a special experience upon the
multitudes of visitors each year. Meanwhile, a
different world lies hidden away among the
natural surroundings - a rainforest ecosystem
rich with the wonders of nature, long held with
fascination by researchers and naturalists across
the world.




About 191 km (2 hours 15 minutes) away from Kampar Campus
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Penang — a world renowned exotic holiday destination — was
known, once upon a time, as Pulau Pinang or the “Isle of the
Betel Nut”. Listed as a UNESCO World Cultural Heritage Site
in 2008, this virgin paradise has no shortage of cultural sights
and natural scenery.

Nicknamed the Pearl of the Orient, Penang is famous for its
soft sandy beaches and is fondly regarded as the food capital
of Malaysia. Some of the most interesting sites of Penang
include the sandy beaches of Tanjung Bungah, the landscape
from the summit of Penang Hill and the vipers in the Snake
Temple. The quaint nooks and crannies of Georgetown and
the Tropical Spice Garden — the only spice garden in South
East Asia — as well as Penang’s many flea markets, pasar
malams’, KOMTAR and modern shopping malls also merit a
visit.
